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The Outgoing Presidents' Council for the 2021-2022 period
was held on July 14, 2022, during which the International
President Mario Reyes presented the global results of the
term, carried out by the Organization during said period:

Population benefited: Children: 143,755 ond Adults: 502,374.
Total raised: US$11,686,424 dollars

Number of projects: 1,164.

Projects cover the areas of health, education, recreation,
ecology and fundraising.

In the ofternoon hours of July 15, 2022, the Incoming
Presidents Council Meeting for the 2022-2023 term was
held. During the meeting, International President Nuria
Rojas presented her work plan based on four pillars:
development, communication, innovation, and growth.

She referred to the need to create a strategic plan for the
